	1.1
	The Student will be enrolled in the PhD course in the School of [xxxxxx] at the University of East Anglia, Norwich, UK.


	
	

	1.2
	The Student will have observed all the formalities connected with enrolment in the PhD course at the University of East Anglia, Norwich, UK one full month prior to the start date.


	1.3
	[Partner University] will provide a [full scholarship] to the Student, covering the following costs:

Year 1
· A £(xxxxx) Maintenance stipend for postgraduate research studies will be paid to the Student, via the University of East Anglia, for the first year of study based at UEA.
· £(xxxxx) Full-time International fees for postgraduate research studies at UEA will be paid from [partner university] to UEA.
· £(xxxx) Research training and support grant will be available to cover research and training expenses for the Student during the period of study at UEA. 

Years 2 and 3
· A minimum stipend of (xxxxx) per year will be paid to the Student, via [partner university], during the second and third year of study, based at [partner university]. 
· During this period of study, the Student will be provided with on-campus accommodation, at a cost of (xxxxxx) per year as at (20xx). 
· The Student will pay [partner university] tuition fees of (xxxxxx) per year to [partner university].

Year 4
· A £(xxxx) Maintenance stipend for postgraduate research students will be paid to the Student, via the University of East Anglia, for the final period of study at UEA.

	Each Party confirms that it has in place comprehensive public liability insurance that will cover liability for (a) death or bodily injury to the Students and (b) death or bodily injury to any other person or damage to third party property arising from the Students’ actions whilst on the Host’s premises or acting under the instructions of the Host.


	1.5
	The Student will be expected to make their own arrangements for personal, health and travel insurance cover, travel and accommodation at UEA, as required. The Student shall be responsible for the purchase of adequate Overseas Health Cover to extend beyond that agreed between [partner institution country] and the UK, so that an entry visa is adequately covered by Health Insurance.

	2.1
	The writing of the PhD thesis of the Student is supervised by Dr [Name of UEA primary Supervisor] of the University of East Anglia, and the supervisor, Dr [Name of Partner University Supervisor] of [Partner University].

Where it is necessary for the supervisors to meet to discuss the progress or work of the Student, [partner university] agree to cover travel costs for UEA supervisors and for [partner university] supervisors to travel to UEA.


	2.2
	The candidature is to be divided between the two institutions with alternate periods of attendance at each and a minimum of eighteen months to be spent researching at each institution.  The estimated duration of the research project is four years, divided as follows:  

· The first year of study (DD MMMM YYYY to DD MMMM YYYY) will take place at UEA. 
· The second and third year of study (DD MMMM YYYY to DD MMMM YYYY) will take place at [partner University]. 
· The fourth year of study (DD MMMM YYYY to DD MMMM YYYY) will take place at UEA.
The above dates may be modified by consultation between the Student, the supervisor at the University of East Anglia and the supervisor at [partner university], subject to the approval of both Co-Directors of the UEA-[partner university] Split-Site PhD programme.
This period of study may be prolonged by specific agreement between the two establishments, should both PhD supervisors agree to support such an extension.  The extension would be formally ratified according to the conventions of the University of East Anglia Regulations.


	2.3
	The writing of the PhD thesis does not exempt the Student from any compulsory attendance of courses, examinations, or providing reports deriving from his enrolment in the PhD course at the University of East Anglia.


	2.4
	The Student’s final examination for the awarding of the degree of Doctor of Philosophy will be held on a single occasion and will take place at the University of East Anglia.


	2.5
	The PhD thesis will be written in English and will be submitted to the Board of Examiners for the conferment of the title, together with a summary in English.


	2.6
	The examination process for the awarding of the Doctorate will be followed in accordance with the regulations of UEA, including the Code of Practice for the Examination of Research Degree awards at UEA.  The travel expenses of any representatives from [partner university] are the responsibility of that University.  The travel expenses incurred by the external examiners will be met by the University of East Anglia.    


	2.7
	Upon successful completion of the final exam, the University of East Anglia will award the title of Doctor of Philosophy.  The Student will be granted a single doctoral degree awarded by the University of East Anglia.  An accompanying statement will clearly reflect the split-site nature of the PhD programme.

	3.1
	The Student, the thesis supervisors, the University of East Anglia and [partner university] undertake to respect the laws of both countries regarding the registration, inclusion in archives, and reproduction of the thesis.


	3.2
	For the avoidance of doubt all Background Intellectual Property used in connection with the doctoral research project shall remain the property of the University introducing the same.

Each University hereby grants to the other University a royalty-free, non-exclusive, non-transferable, license to use its Background and /or Foreground Intellectual Property where his Background and/or Foreground Intellectual Property is reasonably required by the other University to perform their part of the doctoral research project.

All Foreground Intellectual Property arising from the doctoral research project shall belong to the University generating the same.

Each University hereby grants to the other University a royalty-free, non-exclusive, non-transferable, license to use its Foreground Intellectual property for academic, teaching and research purposes only, including publications and outputs.

In respect of jointly generated Foreground Intellectual Property, where either University wishes to make use of Jointly generated Foreground Intellectual Property for commercial purposes, both Universities agree, prior to any commercial use, filing of a patent or other Intellectual Property registration, to negotiate the ownership and commercialisation of the Foreground Intellectual Property, which shall take into account the relative inputs made by each University.

The Student will be required to assign their Intellectual Property to UEA, prior to the commencement of the doctoral research project.

Each Party agrees that any publication in a scientific/ academic journal shall give due acknowledgement to the contribution of the other in accordance with standard scientific practice. 

During the Project the supervisors shall identify with the Student, if relevant during discussions/meetings any Background Intellectual Property which the Student may wish to incorporate into the Project. The owning Party shall decide whether or not to allow the identified Background Intellectual Property to be used in the PhD Study. Where the use or not of any Background Intellectual Property affects the PhD study then the Parties agree to effect an amendment to ensure clarity of the PhD Study.
