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EXPLOSIVE
May explode if exposed to heat, fire and shock/friction

FLAMMABLE
Flammable if exposed to sparks & heat. Some may give off flammable gases in water. 
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OXIDISING
Can burn without air or intensify existing fires
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CORROSIVE
A corrosive material can cause skin burns and permanent eye damage. May also corrode some materials.
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TOXIC
May cause life threatening effects even in small amounts. Check exposure limits associated with substance.
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HAZARDOUS TO ENVIRONMENT
Toxic to aquatic animals and may cause long lasting damage if exposed to environment.
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HARMFUL/DAMAGES OZONE LAYER
May cause irritation or mild toxicity.
Also may damage the ozone layer.
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SERIOUS HEALTH HAZARD
May cause serious and prolonged health effects. Check substance for exposure limits.
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PRESSURISED GAS
Beware pressurised gas. May explode if heated. Gasses may be cold.
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
