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Graduate School Prizes 2010-11
The Graduate School invites nominations for the 2010-11 Graduate School Prizes. All postgraduate research students enrolled in the Faculty of Arts and Humanities during the 2010-2011 academic year who are up to date with progress checks and on target to complete their degree within 4 years (7 years for part-time students) are eligible. Nominations can be made by both students and staff in the Faculty. 
Graduate Teacher Prizes recognise graduate students who have made a significant impact through teaching in the Faculty. Two prizes of £200 each are offered.

Additional eligibility criteria: the teaching for which the student is nominated must have taken place during the student’s current degree programme.
Selection criteria: supporting students in realising their potential; motivating students; making a positive impact on the teaching community; innovation in modes of teaching or assessment.

The Student Article Prize is awarded to the best paper published by a graduate student. One prize of £200 is offered.
Additional eligibility criteria: the student must be the first author on the paper; the manuscript must have been written and published during the student’s current degree programme.

Selection criteria: quality and originality of research; importance to immediate research community; importance to wider research community; potential interest to the wider community in terms of public engagement; potential for paper to generate future research.
The Public Engagement Prize recognises and showcases the many ways in which students in the arts and humanities increasingly engage with public audiences. One prize of £200 is offered.


Additional eligibility criteria: the public engagement work for which the student is nominated must have taken place during the student’s current degree programme.
Selection criteria: initiative in finding an opportunity to take part in public engagement work; commitment to public engagement work; training undertaken to improve public engagement skills; communication skills; user appreciation.
The selection team will include the Associate Dean of the Graduate School, another Associate Dean of the Faculty and a representative of the Faculty PGR Directors. The selectors reserve the right not to award prizes and to share prizes between students at their discretion. The decision of the selection team is final. 
The deadline for nominations is 3 May 2011. A completed nomination form should be sent to the Graduate School Office (hum.gradschool@uea.ac.uk).
